Under SUI, every branch is required to
finance -1- SC/ ST and -1- Women
Enterpreneur. Under PMMY, the
maximum Ceiling of the loan per
beneficiary is Rs. 10 lacs while under
SUI, the projects ranging over Rs. 10
lac up to Rs. 1 Crore are covered.

» The Progress under PMMY during

2016-17 and 2017-18 stood at the level
of 91.27% and 102.20% respectively
against the set Annual Targets which
indicate that Banks are actively
involved in the process of scheme
implementation.

> All Banks are requested to have a focus

on Stand Up For the FY 2018-19, Banks
have disbursed ¥ 6567.36 Crores
against the set Annual Target of Rs.

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Review of efforts towards end to end projects involving all stakeholders in the supply chain

Supply Chain Management (SCM)is the active Management of supply chain
activities to maximize customer value and achieve a sustainable competitive
advantage. It represents a conscious effort by the supply chain firms to develop and
run supply chains in the most effective & efficient ways possible. Supply chain
activities cover everything from product development, sourcing, production, and
logistics, as well as the information systems needed to coordinate these activities.

The concept of Supply Chain Management (SCM) is based on two core ideas:

1. The first is that practically every product that reaches an end user represents the
cumulative effort of multiple organizations. These organizations are referred to
collectively as the supply chain.

2. The second idea is that while supply chains have existed for a long time, most
organizations have only paid attention to what was happening within their “four
walls.” Few businesses understood, much less managed, the entire chain of
activities that ultimately delivered products to the final customer. The result was
disjointed and often ineffective supply chains.

The organizations that make up the supply chain are “linked” together through
physical flows and information flows.

Physical Flows

Physical flows involve the transformation, movement and storage of goods and
materials. They are the most visible piece of the supply chain. But just as important
are information flows.

Information Flows

Information flows allow the various supply chain partners to coordinate their long-
term plans, and to control the day-to-day flow of goods and materials up and down
the supply chain.

With regard to the Agricultural Supply Chains it would include both backward as well
as forward linkages amongst all stakeholders i.e. input companies, Govt. institutions,
market intermediaries, consumers and farmers. Various agencies involved in
provision of seeds, pesticides, fertilizers, farm machinery information on farming
practices weather, sowing and harvesting, pest management, fertilizers use etc.
would form part of the supply chain.

Similarly to reduce the wastage from transportation of perishable commodities, reefer
vans need to be financed as a part of cold storage infrastructure for developing an
efficient supply chain in the State.

It is pertinent to mention that the State Government organized a -3- days Mega event
at Lucknow during 26th — 28th October 2018 in the name of Krishi Kumbh. The event
turned out to be a grand success with the active participation of the Farmers, Agri
experts, the producers and manufactures of various agri product etc. from across
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various part of the country. A common platform for all Stakeholders provided them a
unique opportunity which is bound to yield the desired results. An interaction with the
participants and the visitors has indicated that this event has proved to be a true
example of value chain.

AGRICULTURAL MARKETING INFRASTRUCTURE (AMI)
INTRODUCTION

Agriculture is one of the most critical sectors of the Indian economy that not only drives the
growth and development of agriculture and allied sectors directly but also affects the well-being
of rural people at large, their prosperity and employment and also forms an important resource
base for a number of agro-based industries and agro-services. In the light of the Government’s
vision to double farmers’ income by 2022, it entails an urgent need for putting in place better
farmer-market linkages through developing and upgrading Gramin Haats as Gramin
Agricultural Markets (GrAMs) and declaring warehouses/cold storages as market sub-yards,
promoting scales of economy in production & post-production activities through active
participation of Farmer Producer Organizations, squeezing food supply chain through direct
marketing in every forms of wholesale and retails (farmer-consumer market), symmetrising
market information, promoting market driven production through a demand based market
intelligence and price forecasting system and promoting quality management of farmers’
produce .

1.2 The scientific warehousing (godowning) in the marketing activity has multipronged role in
reducing storages losses of all sort , functioning as market place , promoting pledge financing
and also NWRS resultantly addressing the issue of distress sell and facilitating futures trading .
Its utility is more so for small and marginal farming comprising more than 86 % of land
holdings, which had been echoed in the 28" report of the Standing Committee on Agriculture.

The sub-scheme AMI lays special focus on developing and upgrading Gramin Haats as GrAMs
through strengthening of infrastructure there for, which may function as farmer-consumer
market (retails market) and collection/aggregation points (spokes) with linkage to secondary
market (hub) and also to processing/ exporting and retain chain with participation of FPOs,
other farmers’ groups and private sector eligible promoters . Farmer-consumer markets for
agricultural and allied produce ( livestock, fishery, poultry and such other allied produce)
devoid of intermediaries and developed elsewhere also by eligible promoters will be focussed
and eligible activity under this sub-scheme. Accordingly, this revised operational guidelines for
the sub-scheme AMI are applicable for new credit linked projects, whose term loan by eligible
financial institutions have been sanctioned on or after 22.10.2018 but not later than 31.03.2020,
while in case of new own funded projects of state agency, which have been sanctioned by Project
Sanctioning Committee (PSC) of DAC &FW on or after 22.10.2018 but not later than
31.03.2020.

1.4 The sub scheme on AMI will be implemented by the Directorate of Marketing & Inspection
(DMI), an attached office of Department of Agriculture, Cooperation and farmers welfare.

OBJECTIVES OF THE SUB-SCHEME

e To develop marketing infrastructure to effectively handle and manage marketable
surpluses of agricultural and allied produce including horticulture livestock, poultry,
fishery, bamboo, minor forest produce and such like produce supportive to enhance
farmers’ income,.
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To promote innovative and latest technologies in post-harvest and agricultural
marketing infrastructure.

To develop alternative & competitive marketing channels for agricultural and allied
produce through incentivizing private and cooperative sectors to make investments there
for.

To benefit the farmers individually and collectively through FPOs from farm level
processing and marketing of processed produce along with promotion of small size
processing units.

To promote creation of scientific storage capacity for storing farm produce, processed
farm produce and agricultural inputs etc. to reduce post-harvest & handling losses,
promote pledge financing and market access.

To incentivize developing and upgrading of Gramin Haats as GrAMs to make better
farmer-consumer market linkages and also to assist in integration GrAMs with e-NAM
portal so as to improve transparency in trading and better price discovery.

To provide infrastructure facilities for grading, standardization and quality certification
of agricultural and allied produce with the objectives of (a) ensuring produce quality
based value realization to farmers; and (b) promoting pledge financing , e-NWRS and
futures trading .

To promote Integrated Value Chains through minimal processing /value addition to
make the produce more marketable , which includes washing, sorting, cleaning, grading,
waxing, ripening, packaging, labelling etc., wherein the product form is not changed.

SALIENT FEATURES

Linkage to Marketing Reforms:

State/UT agency non - storage infrastructure projects of those States/Union Territories
that have undertaken reforms in their respective APMC Acts to make provision for (i)
direct marketing ; (ii) contract Farming; (iii) setting up of wholesale market for
agricultural and allied produce in private and cooperative sector; (iv) e-trading; (v)
unified single trading license valid across the State/UT and (vi) single point levy of
market fee across the State/UT will be eligible for assistance under the sub-scheme.

Projects promoted by private entrepreneurs other than state agencies will however be
eligible to avail assistance under the sub-scheme, irrespective of the reforms under taken
by the State Governments/UTs in their respective APMCs Act.

Promotion of Farmers Consumer Market and Rural Haats:

Farmer Consumer markets are primarily market place where small and marginal
farmers bring agriculture produce to sell directly to consumers and bulk buyers and
being located relatively near to farm gate. They provide better and enhanced market
access to farmers. They are known by various names Rural Primary Market, village
haats, farmer consumer market located mainly in rural areas, outskirts of urban/semi
urban/peri-urban areas. Apart from some of them being located on peripheries of Cities
with better access to farmers. Rural haats play important role in aggregation of farm
produce for forward linkages and facilitating farmers/producers in direct sale of their
produce to consumers/bulk consumers and reducing intermediaries.
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As per budget announcement 2018-19, the existing rural haats develop and upgrade into
Gramin Agricultural Markets (GrAMs) by strengthening of physical infrastructure.
These GrAMs electronically linked to e-NAM and exempted from regulations of APMCs,
will provide farmers facility to make direct sale to consumers and bulk purchasers.

Infrastructure for establishing these markets for selling agricultural commodities from
farmer to consumers may be created by all categories of promoters such as Panchayats,
APMCs/RMCs, State Agencies, farmers, FPOs/FPCs, individual, Trustee etc. It will be
responsibility of the promoter to comply with all the applicable laws.

Infrastructure for development/upgradation to Rural Haats/RPMs as Grameen
Agricultural Market may comprise Basic & Supporting infrastructure such as open
raised/covered platform, toilet, drinking water facility, drainage, internal road, garbage
pit, office, warehouse for storage (small), space for packaging, fencing which are essential
for rural haats. The Marketing Infrastructure components such as Drying facility
(solar/normal), weighing scale (electronic/normal), assaying equipments, Computer IT
equipments with internet connection, Godown, cold room, deep freezer/ Zero energy
freezer, pack house, ripening chamber, information boards (electronic/non-electronic),
de-sheller, Grain cleaner, specific gravity separator, Mini Dal mill, Mini Oil expeller,
Mini rice huller etc are also permissible components allowed under rural haat for better
realization of price by the farmers through increased value addition. However, subsidy
for Basic & supporting infrastructure in the project will be restricted to 25% of total
permissible subsidy of the project. The cost norms for pack house, cold room, ripening
chamber, low cost onion storage and zero energy cold chamber.

These haats are managed by Panchayats/APMCs/Co-operatives/Individuals ete. The
State Govt. or agencies nominated by State Govt. may avail the assistance from AMI
scheme for development of Marketing Infrastructure for village haats owned/managed
by panchayats without duplication of the grant availed for basic and supporting
infrastructure from MGNREGA scheme. These hats will provide the better access and
thus help in reduce wastages, improving income and rural economy.

The assistance for the infrastructure of the projects for development/upgradation of
Rural Haats/RPMs as Grameen Agricultural Market, promoted by the eligible
beneficiaries under the scheme in Aspirational Districts identified by the NITI Aayog,
shall be given priority.

Rural Haats / RPMs will also be provided with financial assistance for development /
upgradation as Grameen Agricultural Market (GrAMs). In case the rural Haats are
developed Upgraded by State agencies including Panchayats then the GrAMs shall be
sub-set of the Rural Haats.

Promotion of Common Facilitation Centre by Farmer Producer Organizations (FPOs) / Farmer
Producer Companies (FPCs)

More than 86% of our farmers are small and marginal and thus there is felt need for
collectivization/clusterization to facilitate economy of scale for post harvest, value
addition and marketing. It provides farmers with the bargaining strength vis-a-vis the
market linkages and value chain companies and help them in realization of remunerative
prices.
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The Farmer Producer Organizations (FPOs) are promoted by various agencies like
SFAC, NABARD, and State Governments. The FPOs registered under respective
companies Act/cooperatives societies Act/ societies registration Act (with minimum 50
number of farmer members) are playing important role in value addition and marketing
of their produce. However to scale up for added strength, they require access to common
post-harvest and marketing infrastructure facilities at village level near to their farm gate
for value addition etc. There is felt need for providing the marketing infrastructure
facilities to FPOs/FPCs for common benefit of farmer members. The Common
Facilitation Centre for FPOs registered under respective companies Act/cooperatives
societies Act/ societies registration Act (with minimum 50 number of farmer members)
will facilitate member farmers in primary value addition which will help them in
enhancing the bargaining power especially for small and marginal farmers, easy market
access and income enhancement through better realization of the prices. The assistance
for the projects promoted by FPOs/FPCs in Aspirational Districts identified by the NITI
Aayog shall be given priority.

Infrastructure for setting up of Common Facilitation Centre by FPOs/FPCs may
comprise common facilities viz. drying facility (solar/normal), electronic weighing scale,
assaying equipments, Computer IT equipments, Godown, cold room, deep freezer/ Zero
energy freezer, pack house, ripening chamber, information boards (electronic/non-
electronic), de-sheller, Grain cleaner, specific gravity separator, Mini Dal mill, Mini Oil
expeller, Mini rice huller etc. The ancillary / supporting infrastructure viz. parking sheds,
internal roads, garbage disposal arrangements, lighting arrangement, drinking water
facility, toilets etc. are also permissible components. However, subsidy for ancillary /
supporting infrastructure in the project will be restricted to maximum 25% of total
permissible subsidy of the project. The cost norms for pack house, cold room, ripening
chamber, low cost onion storage and zero energy cold chamber is given in

Under the Agricultural Policy 2013, GoUP has identified and initiated the following measures

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3. UP Solar Power Policy, 2017

The objective of Solar Power Policy, 2017 is -

e To encourage participation of Private Sector and provide investment opportunities to
set up solar power projects in the State,

e To support in providing friendly and affordable power for all,
e To promote R&D, innovations and skill development in the State,

e To achieve its target of 8% Solar Renewable Purchase Obligation (Solar RPO) by
2022,

The solar policy shall be applicable to different solar projects set up in the State viz.

1) Utility Scale Solar power Projects (SPPs) based on Photo- voltaic (PV) and Solar
thermal technologies,

2) Solar Rooftop Projects and

3) Off - Grid applications covering solar street lights or solar agricultural pumpsets.

Under Utility Scale Solar Power projects, solar parks can be set up under Public or Private
mode. The State Govt. shall bear one-third cost of the construction of transmission line for
the maximum transmission line length of 15 km for the Solar projects in Bundelkhand and
Purvanchal region of the State. The remaining cost of construction of transmission line, bay
and submission shall be borne by the project developer. The incentive will be available only
in case of construction of transmission line by State Transmission Utility (STU)/ Distribution
licensee. Other charges will be applicable as per the UP Electricity Regulatory Commission
(UPERC).

Uttar Pradesh New and Renewable Energy Development Agency (UPNEDA) will be the
nodal agency for facilitating solar policy as envisaged by the relevant authorities.

5. UP Food Processing Industrial Policy, 2017

UP Food Processing Industrial Policy — 2017 has been introduced to provide resonable prices
to farmers for their produce, providing for value addition to raw materials, promoting
establishment of food processing industries, ensuring easy availability of processed food
products to consumers at competitive prices, creating new avenues for employement
generation and promoting skill development.

Some highlights of the schemes are as under:

Capital Investment Subsidy

e Subsidy shall be made available for establishment, extension and modernization/
upgradation of plant machinery and technical civil works to the extent of 25% of the
cost, subject to a maximum limit of Rs 50 lakh. Further, additional capital investment
subsidy to the extent of 10% of the cost of plant and machinery and technical civil works
will be made available for establishment of fruit and vegetable processing based food
processing units under the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Sampada Yojana (PMKSY).

* Mega Food Park projects of the State approved under PMKSY with minimum capital
investment of Rs. 50 crore or more will be provided additional subsidy @ 10% of the
project cost approved by Gol.

Subsidy for Reefer vehicles/ Mobile Pre — Cooling Vans

o Interest subsidy shall be provided on loans taken from Banks/Financial Institutions for
purchase of Reefer vehicles/ Mobile Pre- cooling Vans @ 7% or actual rate of interest,

whichever is lower, for a period of 5 years subject to a maximum limit of Rs. 50 lakhs
per year.

Skill Development

* Assistance shall be provided to institutes of Central/ State government, other research
and development institutes for conducting training programmes for entrepreneurs.

Patent/ Design Registration Provisions

* A one- time assistance shall be provided, on reimbursement basis, for patent/ design
registration in food processing industry to authorized organisations/ institutes up to a
maximum limit of 75% of the fees paid, subject to a limit of Rs. 1.50 lakh.

Assistance for designing bankable projects

* Assistance to the tune of 50% of actual expenditure up to a limit of Rs 5 lakh per
beneficiary shall be provided to entrepreneurs for the preparation of detailed project

report (DPR) in respect of bankable projects for establishment of food processing and
allied Enterprises
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Discussion on improving Rural Infrastructure/Credit Absorption aci
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n rge jec nceived by the S vernment to help improve the CD Rati

Following initiatives are undertaken by the State Govt. in this direction in the recent
past which involve requirement of credit from the Banks/Financial Institutions in State:

Investors' Summit 2018 was organized by the State Government on 21t & 22nd
February 2018. During the course of this -2- days Summit, -1047- MoUs amounting
to ¥ 4.28 Lakh Crores have been executed and the Government is actively
working on execution of the same. On 29 July 2018 Ground Breaking Ceremony
was held in Lucknow for laying the foundation of -81- projects amounting to
approx. ¥ 61,000 Crores in the gracious presence of Hon'ble Prime Minister and
other dignitaries.
The GoUP has come out with the scheme of One District One Product (ODOP) in
order to promote the sector/activity specific to the particular Districts, Employment
Generation and to avoid the exodus of our own craftsmen and skilled persons to
other States. It is hoped that the changing environment in the State would make it
a trillion dollar economy and is likely to create approximately 5.00 Lakh
employment every year. Accordingly, an ODOP Summits was organized on
10.08.2018 at Lucknow in the gracious presence of Hon'ble President of India. A
followup Mega Programme was also organized on 28.10.2018 at Lucknow. Owing
to the success of this Programme, Mega events have been replicated and
organized at Moradabad, Varanasi and Gorakhpur Centres on 15.12.2018,
29.12.2018 and 14.01.2019 respectivily. An amount of Rs. 7540.91 Crores has been
disbursed during all these events together.
The State Govt. has announced following policies with a view to provide ease of
doing business to the Entrepreneurs and facilitating the flow of credit from the
Banks and Financial Institutions (Fls) :

The State is all set for construction of International Airports at various locations
including Varanasi and Kushinagar etc.

The State with the maximum number of National Highways has recently
constructed the Expressway Project between New Delhi & Meerut at a cost of Rs.
7,500.00 Crores. The Purvanchal Express Way is being developed from Lucknow to
Eastern Region via Azamgarh at a cost of approx. Rs. 11,200.00 Crores.
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e Recently the Govt. has announced setting up of a Defence Industrial Corridor in
Aligarh with a view to develop specialized zones dedicated to defence
production in the State. For this corridor -6- points have been identified in the State
i.e. Agra, Aligarh, Lucknow, Kanpur, Chitrakoot and Jhansi.

¢ The State Govt. has selected -5- cities for Metro Train projects viz. Meerut, Agra,
Kanpur, Lucknow and Varanasi out of which Lucknow Metro Rail project is already
commissioned.

Some of the aforementioned initiatives undertaken by the State Govt. are bound to
create a good scope for assessment of credit requirement and its offtake, thereby
improving the CD Ratio of the State.

~ Itis pertinent to mention that under the ODOP initiatives, about -58- Products which
are specific to vdrious District have been identified. The Govt. proposes to provide
basic infrastructure facilities and forward & backward linkages to promote these
products in the District. Various initiatives and arrangements are announced during
the ODOP Summit held on 10.08.2018. These initiatives would go a long way in
developing the potential growth area in the State e.g. Brassware of Moradabd,
Chikankari of Lucknow, Zari Dardogi of Varanasi, Leather and allied products at
Kanpur & Agra, Sports related items and music instruments of Meerut, Khurja
Pottary of Bulandshahar, Bangles & Glassware of Firozabad etc. Over a period of
time, various incentives and assistance schemes are also being considered and
declared by the State Governement for the benefit of the entreprenours. It is worth
mentioning that GoUP has made MoU with various agencies viz. Amazon etc. so as
to provide strong marketing network to entreprenours.

» The GoUP has announced a “Soft Loan Scheme” for the benefit of Sugarcane
Growers. The scheme envisages providing soft loan to the Sugar Mill owners to
seftle the dues of the old cane payment. This scheme with an outlay of Rs. 4000
Crores is being implemented by the Banks in the State to act as the Fund
Managers.

» Apart from the above recent initiatives Agricultural & allied activities continues to
be a major component in the State development.

» Off late the Housing finance and service sector have emerged as a major area of
development with requirement of huge investments.
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The State is divided into -3- Natural Regions i.e. Bhavar and Terai, the plains of the
Ganga and Yamuna Rivers & the Southern Plateau.

Various area specific studies must have been undertaken by different agencies in
these Regions, however, the details thereof are not available.

» The concentration of cold storage in Western Uttar Pradesh/Taj Trapezoidal Zone
has resulted in supply exceeding the demand. Accordingly, need based storage
projects may be financed where the cold storage capacity is lagging far behind.

~ There is an acute shortage of organized and good quality warehousing and
storage infrastructure, for both, agriculture and non-agricultural commodities as
about 80% handling and warehousing facilities are not mechanized and traditional
manual methods for food grains and other commodities are used. Besides,
mechanized warehouse are equipped with forklifts or hydraulic hand paliet trucks
only.

» There is tremendous scope in the State for warehouse for non-agricultural
commodities also like pesticides and fertilizers. The NPK fertilizer consumption in
the state is 155 Kg/Ha which is next only to Punjab and Haryana. This consumption
scenario requires additional storage space requirement for fertilizers. The fertilizer
storage is mainly achieved through godowns of Primary Agriculture Cooperative
Societies (PACS) which are inadequate.

» Existing/new cold storage and rural godowns may be financed to upgrade and
adopt new technology like power backup solution. Weighting Solutions and Weigh
Bridges, Bulk Handling Solutions etc. and software solutions for scientific storage.

» Bank may finance Cooperatives and Mandi Parishad for development of Cold
Storage.

» Toreduce the wastage from transportation of perishable commodities, reefer vans
may be financed as a part of cold storage infrastructure for developing an efficient
supply chain in the State.

» Accreditation of warehouses and cold storage are essential for the purpose of
issuing negotiable warehouse receipts as per Warehousing (Development and
Regulation) Act, 2007. The UPSWC, godowns of PCF and the PACS having a
minimum capacity of 100 MT are required to be accredited immediately.
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» Training program may be conducted with the collective efforts of the Directorate of
Marketing and Inspection, State Warehousing Corporation, Central Warehousing
Corporation and Food Corporation of india and NABARD

» Forward Market Commission facilities marketing and price discovery of many
agricultural produce to reduce uncertainty in prices. Farmers’ Institutions need to
participate in the commodity markets to avail such benefit.

The status in this regard in our State is as under:-

Niti Ayog's Model Agricultural Land Leasing Act 2016 seeks to permit and facilitates
leasing of agricultural land to landless and marginal farmers and enable them to
access credit through institutional channels. As per the Model Act, cultivators to
whom the land has been leased out, is entitled to an undisturbed possession and use
of this land. He can use the land only for agriculture and allied activities. He cannot
sub lease or mortgage the land. However, he is eligible to raise loans from the Banks
and other Financial Institutions without mortgaging the leased in land. Further, he is
also entitled for compensation from the land owner for any improvements or fixtures
that he makes on this land.

GoUP also amended Revenue Board Code, 2006 in February 2016 which governs the
land leasing laws in the State according to which besides any disabled person, as
defined under Section 95 of Revenue Board Code, any other person who is unable to
cultivate his holding for the reasons prescribed may also lease whole or part of their
land for a period not exceeding 3 years.

However, the State Govt. may consider amending the land leasing law along the lines
of Model Agricultural Land Leasing Act 2016 so as to cover larger number of landless
farmers in the State, thus enabling them to obtain institutional credit.

It is therefore proposed to :

» Dispense with restrictive clauses and allow oral lessees, sharecroppers, tenant
farmers or agricultural labours to be included under the law,

* Aadhaar linking of land records and access to Banks to create charge online that
will help curtailing multiple lending and will enable easy identification of
beneficiaries.

e Issue of Loan eligibility cards with 3 years validity by the revenue authorities to the
landless and tenant farmers to enable them to source bank credit.

A Meeting in this regard was proposed to be organized by the State Government to

Chalk out various modalities. However, owing to some unforeseen circumstances, the
same could not take place and the revised dates of the Meeting are awaited.

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The State has developed and notified a Skill Development Policy in 2013. Further,
Uttar Pradesh Skill Development Mission (UPSDM) was established in 2013. This
Mission has been designed as an integrator of all skill development programmes
and schemes being implemented in the State and to plan and implement these
Schemes in a holistic and integrated manner. UPSDM is implementing Skill
Development Initiatives (SDI) Scheme; Deen Dayal Gramin Kaushalya Yojana
(DDU-GKY), special Central Assistance (SCA) to Scheduled Castes Sub Plan (SCSP),
Multi Sector Development Programme (MSDP) and Border Area Development
Programme (BADP) of Government of India. Under the mission about 350
Government and private training partners have been roped in to conduct short
term modular skill development training programs.

There are 267 Government run ITls and more than -1300- Private ITls in the State to
provide vocational education with an estimated capacity of 1.80 lakh persons. The
Senior Secondary Education Department has -892- schools with an estimated
capacity of -100- students per school for vocational education and under the
revised Vocational Education scheme, -100- new schools have been sanctioned.
Different Departments have also have their own programmes and schemes for skill
development. Industries and private sector has not been engaged in any
significant manner in this area.

Uttar Pradesh Vocational Education and Training Council was also found in 2009
with the intent of skiling educated and uneducated youth and making them
employable. Besides the skill development is encouraged through schemes and
funds made available by several Central Government Ministries and Departments,
many of these schemes are being implemented in the State.

Kaushal Pradarshini (Skill Exhibition); In addition to launching an array of skill

development initiatives including Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Kendras (PMKKs) and
drivers training institutes, Prime Minister has inaugurated the Kaushal Pradarshini
(Skill Exhibition) in Kanpur for the youth of Uttar Pradesh. A strategic partnership
with various industries has been devised to train and employ approximately 4.00
lakh youth over the next -3- years.

Urban Department: The Swarna Jayanti Shahri Rozgar Yojana (SJSRY) seeks to
provide gainful employment to the urban unemployed or underemployed poor
through encouraging the setting up of self employment ventures or provision of
wage employment. The scheme shall be funded on a 75:25 basis between the
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Centre and the States. It consists of two special schemes namely (i) Urban Self
Employment Programme (USEP), (ii) Urban Wage Employment Programme (UWEP).
So far more than 4.50 lakh youth have been trained under the Skills Training for
Employment Promotion amongst the Urban Poor (STEP-UP component)

Rurgl Department: The placement linked-skill training under National Rural
Livelihood Mission is being implemented as Aajeevika Skill submission by Ministry
of Rural Development to cater to the occupational aspirators and to diversity
incomes of the poor rural youth.

Vocational and Technical Education; Skill Development Initiative Scheme Modular
Employabie Skills (SDI-MES) currently has about 157 VTPs registered. About 1500

students have been trained under this Scheme in the last year. The Department of
Technical Education runs the Community Development through Polytechnic
scheme under which eligible students are trained. It currently has a capacity to
train about 36000 students.

Minority Welfare Department: The Multi - Sectoral Development Programme (MSDP)

for Minority Concentrated Districts are allocated funds for vocational training of
minorities in the State for 24 districts. However, the progress in this regard is not
satisfactory.

Planning Depariment: Under Border Area Development Programme (BADP), 19
blocks of 7 districts are eligible for providing training to the youth living in identified
Border Area Blocks.

Socijal Welfare Department; Special Central Assistance to Scheduled Castes Sub
Plan (SCA to SCSP) is an open ended fund envisaged to be used for imparting
training to Schedule castes and Scheduled Tribes.

Labour Department: The Building and Other Construction Workers' (BOCW) Welfare
cess is an untied fund to be used for training construction workers and their
dependents for skill development of the target group in any field.

Handloom Depariment: Under the Integrated Skill Development Scheme, Ministry
of Textiles, training programs are organised for taking up additional vocations.

Tourism department: Skilling in the sector demands attention due to its demand
and opportunity to provide employment. The Hunar se Rozgar (HSR) programme of
Ministry of Tourism is a training initiative to create employabile skills.

Department of Small industries: This Department is currently not running any training
on core skill development. There are a few trainings conducted in Entrepreneurship
Development Programme. The Department has potential for providing quality
trainings in market relevant trades through its various MSME Development Institutes
in U.P. Vacant and underutilized infrastructure may be utilized for imparting
trainings.
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« Agriculture and Allied Sectors: Agriculture and allied activities are very relevant

and important sectors of the U.P. economy. Agriculture and Agricuiture industry
employs a large number of people in the organised and unorganised sector.
Training and capacity building programmes are being run by research institutes
KVKs, RSETIs as also NABARD under the behest of its various promotional funds.
Departments also conduct short duration courses. Training and skills are essential
in these areas and there is a scope to update and make the courses more
comprehensive and employable. Classroom trainings need to be on-field and
efficient.

» Others: There are other schemes like Skill Development of Districts affected by Left
Wing Extremism under Ministry of Labour and Employment which has scope of
skiling about 500 students in Sonebhadra District for the the Skill Upgradation
Training Program for Women (SUTP) and Skill Development Training Program (SDTP)
under Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports are the potential to provide trainings to
6000 and 1000 youth in UP respectively, if the courses and trainings have a formal
structure ensuring quality.

As per available information it is submitted that the land documents viz. Khatauni of
all revenue villages have been digitalized in the State and details are available on
Bhulekh Portal “bhulekh.up.nic.in”. It is a real time document which is being updated
from time to time.

It is also gathered that the process of digitalization of consolidation map of all
revenue villages is under progress and the mapping of the land records with the
maps in all villages would be completed soon. Further details in this regard are
requested from the State Government.

Various suggestions on this important issues are as under;

» The Banks should be authorised to view the khatauni online and be able to take
out its uptodate print so that formality of obtaining the physical copy may be
avoided/ dispensed with.

~ With regard to registration of charge on the land at the level of Tehsildar and

Registrar Office, it may be made on the pattern of creation of charge at the level
of Registrar only.

» The requirement of obtaining NEC may be considered to be dispensed with up to
a certain limit.

e As yet, the quarterly SLBC data is being submitted by the Banks through online
mode on SLBC Portal “slbcup.com” and various reports are being generated for
use at different forum.

e The Revamped Lead Bank Scheme has provided for a procedure for
Management of strong MIS system of data flow at LBS fora.

e During the Steering Sub-Commitiee Meetings of SLBC (UP) held on 23.07.2018 &
16.08.2018, it was decided to form a Sub Committee of SLBC (UP) to look into this
aspect. Accordingly, the Sub-Committee has been formed under Convenership of
Bank of Baroda. The Sub-Committee during its Meetings held on 10.09.2018 &
11.09.2018 discussed the issue at length and to decide the modalities to develop
a format on the lines of the extant guidelines of RBI. Based upon the suggestions
and feedback from the Members of the Sub-Committee, a tentative Data
Reporting Format has been designed (by using different codes) and the same was
submitted to Reserve Bank of india for their perusal and guidance. The RBI vide
communication dated 17th October 2018 have suggested various points which are
shared with all Members of the Sub-Committee/Banks with a request for their
Action Plan, Views and Suggestions.
