Due to
non disposal of the applications for
long, the recovery of Bank dues is held
up and there is an urgent need for
creating a conducive recovery climate in
the State by providing necessary
support. It is pertinent to mention that
in a recent judgement passed by
Hon’ble Allahabad High Court, it is
mentioned that under SARFAESI Act,
the property in question can not be
auctioned without taking physical
possession of the same.

» Under SARFAESI Act cases, the Banks
are required to pay heavy charges for
the Police Force which is made available
in the process of taking the physical
possession of the properties in question.
The rationalization of this issue accorss
the State and specific guidelines for the
same are necessary.

No. 13012/79/2017/Legal-UIDAI (No. 4 of 2017).—In exercise of Regulation 12A of the Aadhaar
(Enrolment and Update) (Second Amendment) Regulations, 2017 (No. 2 of 2017) and the Aadhaar
(Enrolment and Update) (Third Amendment) (No. 3 of 2017), the Unique Identification Authority of India
(UIDALI) hereby issues the following notification, namely:—

1. Whereas the provisions of the Aadhaar (Targeted Delivery of Financial and Other Subsidies, Benefits
and Services) Act, 2016 (“Aadhaar Act”), and Regulations framed thereunder the Aadhaar Act have come
into effect from 14™ September, 2016 and notifications to this effect have been published in the Official
Gazette,
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2. And Whereas the Prevention of Money Laundering (Maintenance of Records) Rules, 2005 (“PML
Rules 2005) have been amended with effect from June 1, 2017 to require Aadhaar for every bank account.
All existing Bank accounts have to be verified with Aadhaar by the banks by 31* December, 2017, failing
which the accounts will become inoperative,

3. And Whereas Regulation 12A of the Aadhaar (Enrolment and Update) (Second Amendment)
Regulations, 2017 (No. 2 of 2017) and the Aadhaar (Enrolment and Update) (Third Amendment) (No. 3 of
2017) provides that:

“12A. Entities requiring Aadhaar as condition for fulfillment of any obligation, etc.—

The Authority may require any Central or State department or agency or any Scheduled
Bank or any other entity which requires an individual to undergo authentication or furnish proof of
possession of Aadhaar number as a condition for receipt of any subsidy, benefit, service or
fulfillment of any obligation pursuant to any Act or Rule or Regulation or order made thereunder, to
ensure enrolment of such individual who is yet to be enrolled or update their Aadhaar details, by
setting up enrolment centres at their premises.",

4. And Whereas there are more than 100 Crore bank accounts which will be required to be verified
before the aforesaid date and every new customer will also be required to be verified with Aadhaar,

5. And Whereas Scheduled Commercial Banks have major share of bank account holders who will
need to authenticate their bank accounts with their Aadhaar numbers,

6. Therefore, it is necessary to provide Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities in  Scheduled
Commercial Banks so that no undue hardship is caused to their customers owing to the aforesaid
amendment of the PML Rules, 2005,

7. And Therefore Unique Identification Authority of India, in exercise of Regulation 12A of the
Aadhaar (Enrolment and Update) (Second Amendment) Regulations, 2017 (No. 2 of 2017) and the Aadhaar
(Enrolment and Update) (Third Amendment) (No. 3 of 2017), hereby directs that every Scheduled
Commercial Bank shall provide Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities to its customers in the following
manner:

i. Every Scheduled Commercial Bank shall set up Aadhaar enrolment and update facility inside
its bank premises at a minimum of 1 out of their every 10 branches by 30™ August, 2017.

ii. The selection of branches for enrolment and update facility shall be such that it covers all the
district headquarters where it is present, and that there is maximum coverage of
Talukas/Block in every district.

iii. The Scheduled Commercial Bank shall notify to its customers, the general public, and
UIDALI of the locations of branches where Aadhaar enrolment and update facilities will be
provided by them. The list of such branches shall be displayed on its websites. Any changes
in locations shall be notified at the earliest in the aforesaid manner.

iv. The Banks may at its discretion provide the Aadhaar Enrolment and Update facility to
customers of other banks.

v. The Bank may charge the customers for the Aadhaar enrollment and update services at the
rate prescribed by UIDAIL

vi. The Scheduled Commercial Bank shall, if not already done so, become Registrar of UIDAI
for providing enrolment and update facilities.

8. Any non-compliance of these directions shall be dealt under Section 42 of the Aadhaar Act.

5. In particular, it is requested that all bank accounts in these districts should be
seeded with Aadhaar by March 31%, The disbursement of Mudra Loan during 2017-
18 should be atleast 25% more than the previous year. All bank account holders
should be enrolled under Pradhan Mantri Jeevan lyoti Bima Yojana (PMJIBY) and
Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY).

6. You are requested to ensure that the necessary steps are taken on priority in
coordination among the District authorities, bank and insurance functionaries and
other stakeholders to cover the gaps in relation to the respective benchmarks. SLBC
Convener Banks are requested to organize meetings of DLCC in each of these
Districts in February, 2018 where CGM/ ED level officers of Lead Banks should
attend to ensure due focus on these financial inclusion issues. The progress made on
each parameter should be reported fortnightly at missionfi@nic.in.

7. It may also be noted with reference to this Department’s letter of even
number dated 29.01.2018 on the above subject that efforts to ensure access to
banking services in 115 backward districts through activation of adequate banking
outlets including business correspondents by February 28, 2018 have to be
continued additionally.

Sir / Madam,

Let me first congratulate all of you for excellent work done during Gram
Swaraj Abhiyan (GSA) which has concluded on 5.52018. As it was very useful in
creating awareness, providing banking access and securing the unsecured poor
villagers, it has been decided to launch the phase two of the Abhiyan in 45,137
villages of 115 Aspirational districts from 1* June 2018. The campaign on financial
inclusion will be organized from 1% June 2018 to 15" August 2018.

2. District Level Implementation Committee (DLIC), under the chairmanship of
District Magistrate with Lead District Manager (LDM) as the Secretary, may be
convened between 1% June to 7" June. Valuable suggestions of local public
representative (MPs, MLAs) may also be taken before finalizing the target, action
plan and road map. During the meeting decision on deployment of Business
Correspondents in uncovered/ inadequately covered villages, activation of inactive
BCs. in sub service areas (SSA) and deployment of additional touch points (BCs) in
the villages may be taken to provide uninterrupted banking access in the villages.
Self Help Group (SHG), Aganwadi/ ASHA workers, Grameen Dak Sevak, CSCs or
any other entity already having active presence in the villages may preferably be
considered for engagement as BCs in the villages. Matter may further be taken up
with SLBCs for taking up with SSA banks for implementation. List of such district
having uncovered areas and inoperative BC is attached.

3. Senior level officials from Banks/ Insurance Companies are also being
nominated to take charge of the identified district and provide guidance and
leadership in achieving the objective of Gram Swaraj Abhiyan in the districts/ villages
for financial inclusion schemes. List of the nominated officers is enclosed.
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4. The action taken in this regard may be reported to fi-dfs nic.in by 7.6.2018.
Data reporting related instructions will be same as it was in concluded campaign.

We invite a reference to following communication from Reserve Bank of India on the captioned subject, a

copy of which is enclosed for your ready reference and necessary action.

You would please observe that in addition to various role and responsibilities defined in the Lead Bank

Scheme 2009 following Action Points have been advised under the revamped Lead Bank Scheme.

»  State Level Bankers’ Committee (SLBC) Meetings are required to focus/deal primarily on policy issues
with participation of only senior functionaries of Banks/ Government Departments.

~ Routine policy issues, if any, are to be addressed by Sub-Committee(s) of SLBC.

» A Steering Sub-Committee of SLBC is to be constituted to deliberate on Agenda proposals from
different stake holders to finalize a compact Agenda for SLBC Meetings. A suggestive Agenda for the
SLBC Meetings is enclosed with the RBI guidelines.

~ In cases the Managing Director/Chief Executive Officer/Executive Director of the SLBC Convenor
Bank is unable to attend SLBC Meetings, the Regional Director of the RBI shall co-chair the Meetings
along with the Additional Chief Secretary/ Development Commissioner of the State concerned.

~ The corporate business targets for branches, blocks, districts and states may be aligned with the
Annual Credit Plans (ACP) under the Lead Bank Scheme to ensure better implementation. The
Controlling Offices of the Banks in each state should synchronize their internal business plans with the
ACP under Lead Bank Scheme.

»~ The integrity & timeliness of the data submitted by the Banks at various LBS fora i.e. SLBC, DCC &
BLBC has been an issue for tong. To avoid this problem, it is now proposed that uploading of data in
the SLLBC portal may be done in such a way that data from FINACLE or CBS may directly be
added/entered in the portal of SLLBC so that actual data may be available to SLBC and the
standardization of data may remain intact.

» To strengthen the BLLBC forums, it is mentioned that all Branch Managers attend these Meetings and ‘
discuss on various valuable points. The controlling heads of the Banks are now also advised to attend a T
few of the BLBC Mectings selcctively. i

» RSETIs should be more actively involved and monitored at various fora of Lead Bank scheme ‘
particularly at the DCC level. It is desired that RSETI designed specific programme for each
District/Block, Keeping in view the skill mapping and the available potential in the area for the benefit
of rural youth in the districts.

~ In view of the critical role played by L.LDMs, it may be ensured that officials posted as 1.DMs possess
requisite leadership skitls.

~ Apart from the provision of a separate office space, technical infrastructure like computers, printer,
data connectivity, etc. which are basic necessities for .LDMs to discharge their core responsibilities may
be provided to LDMs® Office without exception.

~ It is suggested that a dedicated vehicle may be provided to LDMs® to facilitate closer liaison with the
bank officials, district administration officials as also to organize/attend various financial literacy
initiatives and mcetings.

~ The absence of a specialist officer/assistant for data entry/analysis is a common and major issue faced
by LDMs. Liberty to hire the services of skilled computer operator may be given to the LDMs to
overcome the shortage of staff/ in case appropriate staff is not posted at LLDM office.
